“Fix It First!” Pavement and Bridge 
Funding Strategy Stretches Road $$$ 

 

Preventive maintenance is crucial to roadway and bridge 
longevity. Expensive damage occurs to cars because of poor 
road conditions.  The public demands that we “Fix it First.”  
Here are prioritized tips to catch up on roadway maintenance: 
 

1) Oil all local roads every 2-years if possible – This stabilizes 
roads at their current level of degradation and helps prevent 
further deterioration. 

2) After regular maintenance is fully funded, use every eligible 
road maintenance funding source to repair, rehabilitate, or 
rebuild the worst roadways in your jurisdiction even though 
the funds may be eligible for other projects.  

3) Implement a Pavement Management System 
4) Once all roadways are up to a Pavement Condition Index 

(PCI) of 80 out of 100, and regular maintenance is fully 
funded, SB1 LSRP, RSTP, & TDA funds can be freed up 
and used for other eligible transportation priorities.  

 

Maintaining roads at 80 PCI is 1/10 the cost of having to 
rebuild a failed roadway, allowing a region to stretch its 
transportation funds for other priorities.  Below are funding 
programs for pavement and bridge maintenance.

Federal Fiscal Year 2025 FTA Section 5311 Call For Projects and Program of Projects 
 
 
DESCRIPTION: 
Rural agencies providing public transportation services are eligible to apply for FY 2025 funding from 
the Federal Transportation Administration (FTA) through the Section 5311 program. Ten local 
agencies are eligible to apply. 
 
DISCUSSION: 
FTA  requires Caltrans to manage the 5311 Grant program in California. Caltrans  notified Kern COG 
staff that the FY 2025 FTA Section 5311 Regional apportionment will total $2,170,481. Kern COG staff 
has prepared a FY 2025 5311 Program of Projects to identify specific agency apportionments. Eligible 
agencies were notified via e-mail of their specific apportionment on May 7, 2025, and have been 
requested  to submit their local match amounts for the FY 2025 5311 Program funds at their earliest 
convenience but no later than 12 p.m., Wednesday, May 23, 2025.   
 
5311 grant applications and supporting documents are due to Caltrans no later than 2:00 pm, 
Tuesday, June 10, 2025, (via the BlackCat electronic application portal). Please call Irene 
Enriquez, Regional Planner at 661-635-2918 or e-mail at ienriquez@kerncog.org for additional 
information.

State Route 58/California City Boulevard Safety Project Match Contribution 
 
DESCRIPTION: 
 
The County of Kern and the City of California City have agreed to share costs for project 
development of State Route (SR) 58 / California City Blvd (CCB) Safety Project. Both agencies 
will use their Transportation Development Act (TDA) funds for their respective contributions. 
 
DISCUSSION: 
 
The SR 58 / CCB Safety Project addresses this deadly intersection by eliminating the left turn 
movements across SR 58 expressway and re-routing the traffic to an existing controlled access 
freeway interchange 2 miles east of the 58 / CCB intersection. Kern COG is actively seeking 
funding for this project. In February 2025, Kern was awarded $2.468 million through the 
Highway Safety Improvement Program for the Construction phase of the Project.  Kern COG 
is also preparing an application for the Defense Community Infrastructure Program grant and 
will continue to seek additional funding sources.  Three fatalities have occurred at this 
intersection since 2020. 
 
Both the County of Kern and California City are signatories to the 2015 Project Study Report 
developed for this project.  The TDA funding demonstrates the continued strong local support 
for the project and making state and federal funding more likely. 
 
Kern COG staff proposes to designate $600,000 from Kern County’s local TDA accounts and 
$300,000 from California City’s local TDA accounts by June 15, 2025, to provide a required 
local match for grant applications due June 23, 2025.  As the implementing agency, Kern

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County will use these funds—totaling $900,000—for the project development and delivery. 
Currently, both agencies’ TDA balances in the 24075-0120 accounts are sufficient to cover 
their respective contribution amounts.

SR 58/Cal City Blvd Extension to Edwards AFB 
North Gate (140th St) Safety Project Eliminating Traffic Conflict
 

Description: The Project eliminates a 
dangerous at-grade intersection of SR 58 high-
speed expressway and a rural county arterial. 
The problem intersection is at SR 58 and 
California City Bl near the North Gate to 
Edward AFB and is traveled by 2,500 base 
commuters daily. The Project relocates this 
intersection and consolidates it with an existing 
full freeway interchange 2 miles to the east at 
SR58/140th Street North Gate Main Entrance 
to EAFB and NASA’s Neil Armstrong Ctr via a 
new frontage road. This project will also benefit 
commuters to the new B-21 test program 
coming from California City, Tehachapi and 
other communities along SR 58. 

 
Safety Issue: 3 people have died in 3 separate 
crashes at this intersection since 2020, 
including two in 2023.  Base commuter traffic is 
expected to increase by 25% over the next two 
years.  SR 58 Truck corridor has three planned 
inland ports at Shafter, Barstow and Mojave.

DESCRIPTION:  
Every two years, regional agencies submit a Regional Transportation Improvement Program (RTIP) by 
December 15th to the California Transportation Commission for their approval. 
 
DISCUSSION:  
The California Transportation Commission (CTC) initiated the 2026 Regional Transportation 
Improvement Program (RTIP) process at their January 30 – 31, 2025 meeting to develop the 2026 State 
Transportation Improvement Program (STIP) for projects of regional significance. The process includes: 
1) CTC development of a statewide 5-Year regional share fund estimate; 2) CTC update of STIP 
guidelines; 3) Regional submittal of RTIP’s; and 4) CTC consolidation of RTIP’s for approval of the 2026 
STIP.  
 
This month – On May 15, 2025, the draft fund estimate assumptions were adopted by the CTC. The 
CTC is expected to present the draft fund estimate at their June meeting which will propose County 
Shares for regional agencies and determine if new programming can be proposed in the 2026 RTIP.

State of Good Repair Invoicing Requirements 
 

 
DESCRIPTION: 

The State of Good Repair (SGR) Program provides transit operators in California a revenue source to 
invest in the repair, upgrade, and improvement of their agency’s existing transportation services and 
infrastructure. Kern COG has established invoice requirements to ensure proper record keeping for any 
future audits. 

DISCUSSION: 

What is the State of Good Repair Program? 

The State of Good Repair (SGR) Program was established after the Governor signed the Road Repair 
and Accountability Act of 2017, Senate Bill 1(Chapter 5, Statues of 2017) on April 28, 2017. The SGR 
program provides transit operators in California a revenue source to invest in the repair, upgrade, and 
improvement of their agency’s existing transportation services and infrastructure. Senate Bill 1 
emphasizes the importance of accountability and transparency in the delivery of California’s 
transportation programs. Therefore, eligible agencies receiving SGR Funds must comply with all 
reporting requirements. Kern COG has established invoice requirements to ensure proper record 
keeping for any future audits. 

Invoice requirements to receive SGR funds: 

1) The SGR project must be completed and in the approved project list. SGR funds are on a 
reimbursement basis. 

2) An invoice must be submitted which includes the agency information, project fiscal year, project 
description, SGR amount requested and interest amount requested. See attachment A. 

3) List and submit receipts totaling the approved project amount including interest. The receipts 
must be for the approved project. See attachment A. 

4) Send the completed invoice on agency letterhead along with the supporting documentation to 
accounting@kerncog.org

The following are some common questions asked by our member agencies: 

Will these funds be paid up front? 

No, these funds are on a reimbursement basis. The project must be completed, and the appropriate 
backup must be submitted to receive the funds.  

Can you use multiple years funding for one project? 

Yes, if CalSMART has been updated accordingly. You can login to CalSMART and see how many years 
of SGR funding have been allocated to a project. If you need assistance reallocating funds, please 
contact Scott Kingsbury at Scott.Kingsbury@dot.ca.gov 

How do you claim your interest? 

Ensure the interest has been entered into CalSMART and included in the proper project. Once the 
project has been completed, specify the interest amount separately from the original allocated amount 
of the project on the invoice.  

What backup do I need to submit? 

Kern COG is required to obtain receipts that total the amount of SGR funds claimed. The receipts must 
match the approved project description.
